1.AThe background of Sankhuwasabha district

       Sankhuwasabha district on of the district of eastern Nepal lies on the lap of Mt. Makalu. There are 33 VDCs  and  1 Municipality  in the district 

Census of 2058(2002) of Nepal shows that the total population of this district is 159203.There are Male 78127 (49%) and female 81552 (51%) people. The total number of houses in the district is 30766.The total family members per house are 5.17(on Average). The rate of population growth is 1.15%. The density of population per square kilometers of land is 46.Only 13.69% of the total population lives in the urban area. The total dependent population of the district is 88.34% (Children 0-14 years 74.00% and the old over 60 - 14.34%)The area of this district is 3480 sq./km and the density of population 46/sq/km. There are total 33 VDCs and 1 municipality in the district. According to Central Bureau of Statistics of Nepal, the total number population involved in farming is 67586 (77.62%). So agricultural is the main occupation of this district.   Only 13.69% people live in the Urban Area.

7.The conflict: An introduction

       For more than 10 years in Nepal there has been a great conflict between the Maoist and the government. During the period more than 15000 people were killed.  Billions of nation's property was destroyed. A large number of children lost their parents and became orphaned and helpless. In Sankhuwasabha district alone more than 1000 families had been displaced. More than 150 people were killed and their children became orphaned. Almost all the developments works were interrupted. Almost all the youths ran away to the district headquarters for security. In the rural areas remained the children and the old people and women. They suffered much. The land production was decreased by at least 30%. The Villagers were suffered from disease hunger and malnutrition and different communicable diseases. Till date 36 HIV-positive cases have been reported by the district hospital.  People had do live in a great fear tension and insecurity. The majority of their landed property was captured in the conflict. They were forced to run away from home for safety.

8.The educational problems among the conflict affected children Dalit disabled children

1. The children who were displaced from the different VDC of the district during the conflict and came to the district headquarter Khandbari for security and have joined Himalaya higher secondary school but have been facing many difficulties to continue their schooling 

2. They are unable to pay for school fees, school dress, and school stationery books etc. 

3. They are unable to solve the problems of food and accommodation.  We have calculated there are more than 500 such boys and girls at Himalaya higher Secondary School. 

4. A large number of boys and the girls who   were      directly involved in Maoist activities by tearing their books have not been going to school.  

5. Among the Maoist workers we have met more than 1000 boys and the girls of the school going age (between 15 to 25 years of age). There is considerable number of Dalit boys and the girls in the group. They are not going to school.  But it is very difficult to calculate how many such boys and girls are there. They have been collecting money from the local people for living. 

6. The children who lost their parents   in the conflict have been deprived of educational opportunity.

7. The displaced students are still in a fear to return their respective home villages because of the Maoist activities.

8. The teaching learning activities in the rural schools are not satisfactory because of lack of educational awareness among the school managing committee children’s parents and the common rural people, irregularity of teachers, monotonous teaching learning activities, lack of instructional materials etc. 

9. Since the displaced people have been returning their home villages, the communicable disease like HIV/AIDS has been spreading from the town area to the rural areas.

10. The  65% Dalit children are illiterate.

11. The children of the disability are ignored, hidden at home. They have been deprived of their basic right to primary care and equal opportunity to health and education
9 Effects:

·  Because of the conflict a crowd gathered in the district headquarters. The price of anything increased. The life became very difficult to the common people.
· There has been a problem of accommodation in the district headquarters. The room rent increased up to 1000 a room per months.
· The poverty has been increased
· The unemployment has been increased in the society.
· All the development works were postponed.
· Social crimes like murdering theft dacoits increased.
· There has been deforestation in the rural as a result environment pollution increased.
· The human qualities like love kindness   were decreased among the people.
· People became selfish, greedy unkind and antisocial.
· The numbers of unemployed uneducated frustrated youths increased in the rural areas. They have become a great burden in the society. Maoists mobilized the unemployed frosted, poorest dalit youths. The Maoist problem was intensified.

· There has been burning problems of communicable disease, ( HIV/AIDS 36 HIV- positive  in the  district till date.  As estimated more by than 1000 people have been living with HIV/AIDS.  28 patients have already of HIV/AIDS. The disease has been spreading towards the rural areas from the town areas.

· Lack of educational awareness among the school managing community, the children's guardians and the common people.

· Educational unemployment: Less quality education in the rural schools.

· Irregularity of schoolteachers in the rural schools. Boredom teaching learning activities. 

· Lack of professional thinking among the common people.

· Poverty, 

· Caste discrimination, the traditional system of   unsociability.

· Political prejudice.

· The zest for revenge.

· Administrative laziness.

· Economic inequality in the society.

· Lack of leadership among the political leaders.

11.The proposed Goal of this program.

· To do educational development and help to establish a good society. in the hilly  areas. of the country..
12.The proposed objective of this program will be:

· to create educational awareness among the students, children's parents and the school managing committee and all the common people

· to provide educational  scholarship  to the conflict affected  poorest boys and girls , dalit and   disabled children, the children  who are deprived of educational opportunity or  have been facing difficulty in continuing their schooling because  of various reason on the basis of baseline survey

· to distribute educational materials and services to the target schools and Child Education Center.

· to provide  refresher training to  the teachers  for promoting quality education   

13, Proposed strategies of the program. 

· Coordination and with district Education office, Resource persons, District Administration Office, Village development Committee, District Development committee, District Woman's development Office Khandbari, different Political parties, NGO/ CBOs (Community based organization), District Disabled association

· Building of commitment among schoolteachers, the school managing committee children's guardians, political leaders, VDC representatives, and Resource persons   to improve the educational standard rural school children 

· Community mobilization to preserve the basic needs of the children.
