Arrow-Web Hospital is an initiative of Arrow-Kenya, a registered non-governmental organization in Kenya.
- In your Objectives for the health link, you mention that one aim of

Arroweb is 'To set-up health clinics / centers around east and central

Africa.' Would a health link with a UK institution be involved in this

work? Or would it be working to support services at the main Arroweb

hospital in Soweto?

To keep things local, our thought on this would be to have Arrow-Web Hospital function as a hub for setting up future clinics with the full support of a partner hospital in the UK.
It would be great to know a bit more about what sorts of things you

would like to happen as a result of working with an overseas link. How

would this fit with the services you are delivering in your community?

Being a new hospital, we can always use guidance and expertise in how to better bring services to the local community.  Learning from examples of community health outreach efforts, health education programs, access to resources to share with local community members, would all be useful to us.  We could also benefit from learning more about fundraising.
-   Under the question ' How can the Health Link help you to achieve

this objective?' it would be great to get a little more detail here.

What sort of specific activities do you think it would be useful for a

Link partner to help with?  For example, if training is useful - can you

tell us on what sort of topics, and for what kinds of staff (doctors /

nurses/ health workers / lab technicians / managers?) It doesn't need to

be lots of detail, just the priority areas.

We would really like to link with a hospital who could help us bring medical volunteers for short periods of time to Arrow-Web Hospital so that we can learn from each other. We presently have doctors, nurses, a lab technician and pharmacist on staff, in addition to myself-the hospital manager.  The primary areas that we deal with in terms of health issues are HIV/AIDS, maternal health, childbirth issues, infant care, and overall health vaccinations to members of the community.  If it were possible to partner with a larger organization to access discounted medications to help us with treatment, this would be ideal.
I can't guarantee that we can find a Link to provide these things, but

it would help us to know what you're looking for. Links get involved in

many types of activities - exactly what is done is agreed between each

pair of Link partners, but if we know your priorities, this can help us

decide whether this might be a good match for a Link.

- Under the question, 'How does this objective fit with the strategic

regional and national objectives of the health and/or education

ministries/departments?' - we're looking here to see if a Link with

Arroweb would fit in well with government plans for health services in

your region. Is there a national government or local government plan for

health services in your area, that helps you to guide Arroweb's work? Or

government targets for providing specific kinds of services, or

improving certain health indicators?
