Neighbour’s visit benefits schools 
The increasing population in Khandbari, Nepal, has driven enrolment at Himalaya Higher Secondary School to more than 1,500 students. Most families cannot afford textbooks, so the community has been working to expand its small library. Neighbour Sabina from Nepal helped coordinate the donation of textbooks from the nonprofit organization, Room to Read. After reading about the high cost of delivering books to Khandbari, neighbor Andrew Blake from the U.K. donated Rs 17000 to pay for reference books and stationary for the school’s library and administration office. He then decided to visit the school. During his visit, he handed out clothes, school supplies and sports equipment to the children and decided to sponsor three of the neediest children at the school. The community’s focus is now on fundraising, with a goal of obtaining 80 to 90 new sponsorships for the children.
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
