Neighbours collaborate on instructional goat keeping manuals for farmers 

Most of the people in Walungu, DRC, subsist on cassava, potato and taro. This protein-deficient diet puts people at risk of disease. To improve the community’s health and rebuild post-war Walungu’s income generating capacity, the people decided to launch a goat farming project. Facilitator Sonja Marjanovic invited two longtime Neighbours to share their experiences with livestock farming. The Neighbours suggested that each family contribute toward a savings club, which will purchase the animals jointly. This model has worked well in other NABUUR villages, including Menegai and Khunti. Now Scott from Australia is working with other Neighbours to produce graphic instructional manuals for use in training the goat farmers to build sheds and care for their livestock. Neighbours also helped locate an expert to provide on-site training in Walungu.
