As for the internet service provider, Uganda telecom will need six hundred thousand (connection fee) for broad band, actually that can cater for a good 15 computers and the 4 phones. These phones can actually be used by the public for making international calls to various places in the world at reduced costs compared to using mobiles, as you know we have a lot of Indians, whites and so on in here, so this can be a viable venture. Monthly subscriptions will be one hundred and eighty thousand paid to the services provider. 

As for the items listed above, all are available in the Ugandan market.

As long as the café is established, the running costs can be met because there is a high demand for internet services in the place. Actually once all has been established, the café can be self sustaining if the expenses do not become too high. The most important thing is to have the initial start up costs met appropriately and all equipment in place. 

Once again, I wouldn’t assure you that the computers can come from within, unless if the funds are available, then we can purchase the equipment ourselves. The community in this place is in a very dire state and making them contribute for the purchase of the computers or equipment, would mean reaping them off their daily survival means, and it would take one several months before a single machine is made available, in other words, this community is impoverished.

For the initial capital can not be found any where else, unless funding is done, but as for now, there is no available funding that has taken place, so…
The community is not saturated in terms of internet cafes, actually more internet cafes are required, the only thing is that there is competition, but the additional service offered is what counts, the location of the café, and the charge per minute, most of them charge 25/= per minutes, we can reduce that to 20 or 15, just to attract more. The phones will do a lot, because then, we shall have taken over the Indians and the rest of the people that would like to make international calls, do far we only have one  cafes that offer such services, but I tell you there is still much crowding. Here a minute of calling is charged at 400, to Europe, we can adopt that charge or reduce, as long that is established then, life can go on…and the community that we support ad the orphans can have something to smile over. Of course not millions will be accrued form this, but at least a few costs can be met.
