We wish to bring to your attention the plight of low income communities in Bweyogerere parish. They stay in neighborhoods littered with garbage, poor drainage conditions, contaminated water supplies and polluted air. NICRAD intends to support such communities by creating partnerships among the most affected groups and empowering them to address problems that pit them against poverty. This project will therefore help those most affected (women, youth and children) to improve the way they care for their environment so that future generations can enjoy its benefits.

However, it is only with your support that NICRAD will be in position to meet those needs. I am therefore writing to request your business for a donation to help at least 10 youth clubs organize for a waste cleanup campaign in respective neighborhoods covering the entire parish of Bweyogerere. 

During the Waste Mop-up Week, youth clubs will be paired to compete for the zero waste cup in turns at their play grounds. The winning football club (with most points or goal scores) will qualify for the knockout stage. Prior to each football match both youth clubs will visit selected waste dump sites in the neighborhood to carry out a joint clean-up exercise and distribute sanitation kits to target households for construction of composit pits. Host youth clubs will mobilize the target households to participate in the event while local leaders will launch a ground breaking ceremony for constructing the pits at selected sites and talk to the residents on the importance of proper waste management.

The Waste Mop-up Week requires the following: (i) sports equipment for the football competitions; (ii) sanitation kits for cleaning up the neighborhoods and; (iii) support towards development of publicity materials. These will all be provided through donations by businesses like yours. The Waste Mop-up Week will be a major annual event and in future, it will be arranged to coincide with the world environment day that takes place on 5th June of each year.

Your business will be recognized on all publicity materials produced by NICRAD (including sign posts, leaflets and banners), at the ground breaking ceremonies and at every football match. Your donation will also be acknowledged in NICRAD’s quarterly newsletter and the local media. In partnering with NICRAD to address environmental issues, your company will attain a degree of professional edge over rivals and improve its brand image. 

Our organization will particularly lean towards partnering with local business enterprises that support vulnerable women, youths and children to enable them escape conditions of extreme poverty.
