Project update

Pellital is a Microfinance Institution. The goal of Pellital is to aid in alleviating the poverty through a microfinance program in Agnam-Goly, Senegal. The word Pellital means "commitment" in Fulani, the language spoken in Agnam-Goly. In this rural village, microfinance opportunities have till now not been available to most of the inhabitants. The Pellital team's objective is to assist loan recipients in the successful planning and execution of small businesses that will propel the families of Agnam-Goly out of poverty.

Explanation of the assignment

The problem you would like to solve.

The entrepreneur women of Agnam-Goly are running their small businesses as fish seller, buttermilk, seamstress, cloths sellers, hairstylist and vegetables seller through a start-up micro lending project. At the end of July, they will be paying back the loans they received from our lenders. There is an urgent need to evaluate loans impacts on women’ lives/their small businesses/household. But the Pellital Microfinance Institution does not still have an organization model of a work paper to measure the impacts of their loans.
