Mary found a reference to the Japanese providing a grant to a school in Uganda to build a school lab, but did not find any detailed information on this.

According to Mary:

“In some countries the Japanese Embassy runs a scheme called Grants for Grassroots Projects. I do not know if this operates in Uganda or not, or what the funding amounts and deadlines are, but it may be worth checking out. As they are based in Kampala, I would suggest that you are the best person to follow up on this.

Unfortunately different websites give different contact details, so I am hoping these are correct. If not, am sure you can find out locally.
