Update January 2010

· January 2010 starts with the set up of the poultry project.  Thanks to fundraising on the 1 % club Hope Alive Uganda is able to set this up.  Hope Alive Uganda was able to order 600 chicken, which will arrive in Kisozi at the end of February.  In the meantime, preparations are made. 

· The 1201 pairs of glasses donated by Eyeclarify and CZ are on their way to Uganda, thanks to CZ who helped pay the shipping costs.

· Hope Alive Uganda has started a new project, a crafts project.  3 women from Kisozi will start in this project.   A hairdresser in the Netherlands is selling the crafts made by the women.  Also, the Afrika Museum, Tropen Museum and Museum Volkenkunde in the Netherlands have shown interest, as well as a fair trade webshop .  Hopefully, Hope Alive Uganda and the women can find a market for their crafts in the Netherlands.

· An appeal on the websites of the 1 % club and Mambapoint tv for 300 teddy bears/toys for the children in Kisozi made many people react to this appeal.  Julie and Lieke from the 1 % club took on this task as volunteers and managed to raise more than 500 teddybears/toys!  Apart from them, many more people helped to collect the teddy bears/toys for the children in Kisozi and in the end Hope Alive Uganda received more than 1000 teddy bears/toys!  Many of those are already on their to Uganda.  However, Hope Alive Uganda is now looking for a sponsor that can help ship the remaining teddy bears/toys to Uganda.

· Lieke and Julie who took on the toys task raised a lot of money to support Hope Alive Uganda and thanks to them and their parents, Hope Alive Uganda was able to give 240 children a mosquito net.  The children were instructed how to use the nets properly.

· Hope Alive Uganda is still involved in talks with Sharing Schools to link up with schools in Uganda and the Netherlands.  The people from Sharing Schools will pay a visit to the schools in Kisozi in February.

· Hope Alive Uganda also still wishes to take part in Sharing School’s Fair Pen project and is trying to raise amongst schools to be able to take part in this project.

· Cycling out of poverty is interested in working with Hope Alive Uganda and will set up a cycling to school programme.  Hope Alive Uganda will discuss new details with Luuk Eikmans in the first week of February.  

· Hope Alive Uganda is thinking about setting up an information centre in Kisozi.  This will be led by Hope Alive Uganda’s hiv/aids instructor.  

· This month another orphan registered with Hope Alive Uganda received a bed, mattress, sheets and blankets.

· Tanja from Slovenia has helped Hope Alive Uganda a great deal by sending clothes for the children in Kisozi.

· The monitoring of the goats project continues.  Many goats have delivered their first goats.

· All pupils will return to their schools after the long holidays.  School starts again February 1st.  This means children will need support again concerning school fees and school uniforms and schoolmaterials!  Any help is welcome.
