Update February 2010

· The Tropenmuseum in Amsterdam bought all necklaces from the women in Kisozi.  They bought 85 necklaces.   The Wereldmuseum in Rotterdam has also shown interest in the necklaces.   A tourist shop in Ljubljana, Slovenia is willing to sell the necklaces as well.  

· Danielle Beets – volunteering through the 1 % club – has taken on the task of placing another collection box in a supermarket.  In this way, HAU hopes to  be able to buy beds, matrasses, sheets and blankets for the children quicker.  Danielle will place the box in a supermarket in Purmerend.

· The first Worldschool group has finished their task.  On February 23rd, Fleur and Alis presented their project at their school in St. Michielsgestel.   HAU was invited to attend their presentation that evening.  Thanks to Fleur and Alis, their tutor and headmaster, 200 copies of exercise books concerning the topics malaria and hiv/aids, posters, brochures and an AIDS game, were handed to HAU.  These materials will be handed to pupils and teachers in Kisozi soon.

· 134 books were donated by Biblionef Netherlands.  The books are shipped by KLM and will arrive in Kisozi within two weeks.

· The poultry project is expected to start early March now:  the chicken will arrive in Kisozi on 11th March.

· HAU has received a grant through which a tailoring project can be started.  The tailoring project will include a training programme and the women will start making school uniforms, clothes (including repairing clothes), reusable pads, curtains, sheets, blankets.  10 women will start in this project.  A tailoring studio is available  in the centre of Kisozi.  At this moment, plans and preparations are made for this income generating project.

· Early February, Luuk Eickmans held talks with HAU again.  A cycling-to-school-project will be started in cooperation with Cycling out of poverty.   This project is an income generating project.  It will include a training programme, a repair shop will be opened and students will have the ability to buy a bicycle on credit.  An essay writing contest in cooperation with a school in the Netherlands is part of the project as well.  This school in the Netherlands will link up with Buzaya secondary school.  This school raised funds for Buzaya secondary and will do this again in December 2010.  For this project, plans and preparations are made too.

· Sharing Schools visited HAU in Kisozi on February 26th.  This Ugandan-Dutch organisation showed great enthusiasm in linking schools in Uganda and in the Netherlands with schools in Kisozi.  For the moment, partnerships between three schools in Kisozi will be tried to set up.  Sharing Schools asked for a profile of Hope Alive Uganda.  To be continued.

· In February, Hope Alive Uganda was able to give another 2 children a bed, matrass, sheets and blankets thanks to raising money through the deposits on returnable bottles.

· Unfortunately, HAU's term in one supermarket was over as HAU had a collection box in that supermarket from 1 December on.  Now it is another charity foundation's turn for the next three months.  In this the supermarket alternates.  It will be HAU's turn again in June. In the meantime, we will try to find another supermarket willing to help HAU with this.

· HAU received news from the Holland Horizon Foundation:  since HAU is still a young organisation with projects that are just starting, there will be no volunteers yet from their organisation at short notice.  However, we will keep in touch about this with the Horizon Holland Foundation and we are offered assistance in professionalizing ourselves as an organisation.
