 Problem to be addressed: 
College and university students in Burundi and in  Africa as a whole, have low retention rates and low academic advancement rates. Many under-graduates stop their university studies because their parents cannot afford to pay tuition fees. Others are orphaned due to HIV/AIDS. Undergraduate youth in Burundi need opportunities, such as service-learning  and research to improve retention and academic advancement rates and to gain skills and experience along with an ethic of service and civic responsibility.

JEANCKA UNIVERSITY STUDENT 
JUSE aims to improve high school graduation rates among people in Africa by integrat-ing disadvantaged youth in employment creation, thereby decreasing unemployment and promoting business communication strategies via JETIMETV. 
TECHNOLOGIES AND SERVICE TEACHING-LEARNING has been shown to have positive impacts on retention and academic advancement. In 2008 ASASS-BURUNDI developed a partnership with the Europeans organisation, IWITH.ORG. Since then, ASASS-BURUNDI Information and Communication Tech-nologies (ICT) are grated by IWITH.ORG FOUNDATION. We need to promote the use of ICT and the Internet in education and research in order to transfer knowledge to and im-prove the skills of the vulnerable youth in Africa, starting in Burundi. 

We do this through training youth to produce videos and language media that inform and entertain. JETIMETV provides the means and promotes the opportunity for area citizens to exercise free speech through media production and distribution of DVDs for television and CDs for radio broadcasting news. Course result to student: Students will be asked to draft a project 

Course attended in BCDC: Improved capacity of students. Number of students who are do-ing internship in COUNCELLING CENTRE OF BCDC. The projects of students will be re-viewed to see what they are interested in, so that we can involve them in ASASS-BURUNDI programs (such as BCDC centre in Buterere within children education…).
At this stage, the JUSE program targets only university under-graduate and recently graduated students from ages 16-30, from  Burundi, who are interested in pursuing a career in SOCIAL AND ECONOMIC SCIENCES in three facul-ties:

C.Fac3: Telecommunication sciences 

D.Fac4: Medical / Public Health Sciences

-Will do an internship in Buterere Community Development Centre (BCDC) 

-Will be awarded a certificate by TERIMBERE 

-Will be integrated in TERIMBERE education programs

The programme focuses on learners aged 6-30 and introduces them to a variety of activities. This is a social based pro-gramme where the youth discover a new world and new friends while playing.
